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The concept of land readjustment is to assemble small land parcels into a large land parcel, provide it with infrastructure in
planned manner and return the reconstituted land to the owners, after deducting the cost of the provision of infrastructure and publ
spaces by the sale of some of serviced land. Land readjustment is a technique whereby a group of neighbouring landowners in
urban-fringe area are combined in a partnership for the unified planning, servicing and subdivision of their land with the proje
costs and benefits being shared between the landowners. Provision of infrastructure and services is financed by the sale of some
the plots within the area, often for commercial activities. The original landowners are provided plots within the reshaped area whic
although smaller in size, now have access to infrastructure and services.
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
